EcoTect





Product description


Organic coating material based on chemical nanotechnology.  The material forms a permanent transparent and ultra thin non-stick coating on textiles making them repellent to water, oil and soiling.





Suitable Surfaces


Textiles:  Nylon 6, Nylon 6:6, Polyester, Wool and Cotton including blends and mixtures.





Basis of material:


Water-based impregnation material.





Packaging and Sizes Available:


By arrangement with supplier





Storage:


Protect from frost and from temperatures above 50°C.  Can be stored in original containers for at least 12 months.








Colour:


EcoTect is a miky white liquid








Viscosity


2.28 mPa/s











Coverage:


Approximately 100 ml to 250 ml per square metre dependent on substrate.








Preparation of surfaces


Ensure surface is free from dust, soiling and additives like finishes and glazes.











Mixing prior to use


EcoTect is a ready-to-use impregnation material and requires only very gentle shaking or stirring prior to use.








Application


EcoTect can be applied during manufacture by a suitable dipping process such as Foulard.  It can also be applied to finished goods or during the cleaning or refurbishment of textiles in use.  Non-aerosol sprays can be used at 2 – 4 bar pressure with a jet setting of approximately 2 mm or the liquid can be applied by brush.  Material should be coated until the surface is wet to the touch but not saturated.  As with all surface coatings it is advised to test a small area of the substrate prior to application.





Application Temperature


Application of Ecotect is recommended at temperatures within the range 5°C and 30°C.





Cure and Activation Time


Dependent on the substrate at + 10°C cure and activation is achieved between 3 and 30 hours.  At 20°C the time will normally fall between 2 to 24 hours.





Touching up and re-application


Re-appliation should be carried out on a clean, dry and dustfree surface.





Recommended cleaning method for treated surfaces


Regular vacuuming to remove any build up of superficial dust and grime, and warm water for any soiling or staining left behind.





Safety Procedures


When applying EcoTect, the safety and security procedures recommended in the Safety Data Sheet should be considered together with the requirements of the Employers Liability Insurance Association for the prevention of accidents.
